We recognize and appreciate the concerns our customers have in regards to staffing their UST facilities during the current COVID-19 situation. If a UST owner or operator needs to operate their site as an unmanned facility on a temporary basis, they must still follow the state, federal, and local requirements to prevent potential negative impacts to human health and the environment, which could make this already challenging situation even worse.
 
1.     If the site is equipped to remotely monitor for leak detection:
a.     Contact ADEQ (602-771-4196) as soon as possible to notify us of the change
b.     Ensure required walkthrough inspections, UDC checks, and cathodic protection inspections are conducted as required
c.      Ensure remote monitoring is effective by periodically visiting the facility to check on the leak detection equipment and look for evidence of spills
d.     Ensure financial responsibility mechanism is maintained
e.     Remember to be available for required testing (tank tightness, line tightness, line leak detector, sumps, etc.) that has already been scheduled or, if necessary, reschedule the testing and document when the test was originally scheduled and the reason rescheduling was necessary
f.       Recommend signs are posted, clearly visible to the public, providing emergency procedures and contact information to be followed in case of an incident
 
2.      If the site is not equipped to remotely monitor for leak detection:
a.     Contact ADEQ (602-771-4196) as soon as possible to discuss what options are available to maintain compliance with leak detection should the facility need to operate unmanned

In regards to unattended fuel dispensers, you are correct in that we have some additional labeling requirements. These requirements are outlined in NIST Handbook 44, Section 1.10, G-UR.3.4. and A.A.C. R3-7-705(C). I have provided these citations for you below. 
G-UR.3.4. Responsibility, Money-Operated Devices. – Money-operated devices, other than parking meters, shall have clearly and conspicuously displayed thereon, or immediately adjacent thereto, adequate information detailing the method for the return of monies paid when the product or service cannot be obtained. This information shall include the name, address, and phone number of the local responsible party for the device. This requirement does not apply to devices at locations where employees are present and responsible for resolving any monetary discrepancies for the customer. (Amended 1977 and 1993)
A.A.C. R3-7-705(C). Unattended retail motor fuel dispensers. In addition to all labeling and sign requirements in this Article, the owner or operator of a motor fuel dispensing site that is unstaffed shall
post on or next to each motor fuel dispenser a sign or label, in public view, that conspicuously lists the owner’s or operator’s name, address, and telephone number.
We also have NIST Handbook 44, Section 3.30, S.1.6.7. that requires a receipt to be provided to the customer (if requested). Typically, if a receipt does not print at the pump (e.g. if paper were out, or printer was not working) this requirement is still met if an attendant is able to print a receipt for the customer at the point-of-sale inside the store (NIST Handbook 44, Section 3.30, S.1.6.7.). However, if there is no attendant present, the customer's only option will be to obtain a receipt at the pump. In the event that dispensing sites are unattended, it is important that retailers have a maintenance schedule in place that includes refilling receipt paper as needed.
 S.1.6.7. Recorded Representations. – Except for fleet sales and other price contract sales and for transactions where a post-delivery discount is provided, a printed receipt providing the following information shall be available through a built-in or separate recording element for all transactions conducted with point of sale systems or devices activated by debit cards, credit cards, and/or cash:
(a) the total volume of the delivery;
(b) the unit price;
(c) the total computed price; and
(d) the product identity by name, symbol, abbreviation, or code number.
[Nonretroactive as of January 1, 1986] (Added 1985) (Amended 1997, 2012, and 2014)
There is no requirement that retailers notify our agency if their dispensing sites transition to unattended status. However, our agency would certainly appreciate notification if this happens, as we may have to adjust our inspection schedules or consumer complaint response procedures.
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
